Brief History
of Marseille

• Founded around 600 BC by Greek seafarers
• Former name: “Massalia”
• Important port city since an>quity
• One of the oldest ci>es in France

Marseille is above all a port city.

Marseille is a gateway to the Mediterranean and its trading 
culture. As a port city, Marseille connects Europe with North 
Africa.
The city has long been a place where different cultures meet.



• Major port city with social inequality and integration challenges
• Important entry point for European drug trafficking
• Increase in violence and criminal networks
• The internet facilitates drug trafficking and the recruitment of young people

Current situation 
of churches 
in Marseille

• Three Perspectives churches:
• 1 church in the deprived area of St-Louis (quartiers nord)
• 2 churches in the centre of Marseille

• Many neighbourhoods still need new church plants
• Large areas without regular evangelical Protestant presence
• Areas with fewer than 1 evangelical free church per 50,000 

inhabitants

à Marseille has grown much faster than the churches and 
the Christian witness.
